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Abstract 
 
We put forward the conjecture that the performance of the consumption based capital 
asset pricing model (CCAPM) can be improved by introducing population as a new 
risk factor. The empirical findings show that the addition of the population factor to 
the standard CCAPM substantially improves the performance of the model.
